A temporary renovation of
Riverside between Main and
BhSm;otmodofmvd
from the Lowell City Council

1 Monday evening. The plan calls

for the installation of traffic di-
verters at Main Street allowing
only northbound traffic to enter

" at Riverside. More diverters at

the east end of the municipal lot
just north of Main would direct
southbound Riverside traffic into
the lot and eastbound traffic in
the lot would be sent north up
Riverside, (see diagram).

The scheme approved by the
council was one of three submit-
ted by the city’s engineering firm
WBDC, Inc. of Grand Rapids.
The plan has two purposes; to
allow for more parking in the
area by making Riverside angle
parking on both sides near Main,
and to eliminate the hazardous
Riverside exit on to Main Street.
It is also hoped that the attractive
planting of trees and shrubs in
the area will create a park-like
setting that will encourage shop-
mbp-tdme-dlmmp-

ike to have the option to ask for

removal after a one year trial.
In light of these sentiments the
council opted for temporary di-
verters to be made from portable
concrete planters rather than per-
manent islands. Lowell City
Manager Ray Quada thinks that
the system will be completed by
June 1.

Council balks at zero-lot line request -

A request for two znlln; var-
iances met with some opposition

from the Lowell City Council at
their meeting of Monday, April
I. Mac and Rose Fonger, owners
of a comer parcel at Main and
Pleasant Streets approached the
council with requests for a reduc-
tion of a required 24’ back lot
setback requirement to zero, and
a five car reduction in required
parking spaces for the building
proposed for the site. The Fon-
gers were the owners and
operators of the Rosie Drive-Inn
that was located on the site for
sixteen years. They have sold the
parcel to Garb-Ko, Inc., the au-
thorized “7-11" developer in the
west Michigan area. The sale is,
however, dependent on the out-

come of the variance requests.
A Spokesman for Garb-Ko,
Inc., Chris Brown, said, “We
simply won't purchase the prop-
ety if the requests aren’t
granted.” The council agreed
that they had no problem with the
parking space variance, but only
Councilman Phil  Schneider
seemed ready to agree to a zero
lot line variance. The council-
men opposed, cifed reasons such
as reduced property values to ad-
joining lots, no room for mainte-
nance to the building and no
room for access by fire equip-
ment. Brown countered by say-
ing that “dead space™ behind a
commercial building is an open
imvitation to vagrancy, van-
dalism, debris and unwanted
traffic. Though these were all
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good reasons, Brown's primary
argument for the zero lot line is
that his parking lot would be con-
gested and unsafe if the building
were moved forward on the lot.

The councilmembers seemed
to agree that they would be wil-
ling to drastically reduce the 24’
sethack  requirement,  but
wouldn’t quite go along with a
zero lot line variance. Council-
man Dean Collins said, “4, 5, 6
feet, anything so you could at
least put a ladder up against the
bdldingwlhomhmngmnk
on the neighbor's property.”
Lowell City Manager Ray Quada
finally offered a temporary solu-
tion to the deadlock. Since
Brown must submit a detailed
site plan to the planning commis-
sionbcfauhembeginm
struction, and since the city
council meets again prior to the
next planning commission meet-
ing, Quada offered that Brown
have his architect complete the
site plan, keeping in mind the
council’s desire for some set-

back, and submit it at the next

meeting.

Brown and the council agreed
to Quada's suggestion, and the
issue was tabled until the April
15 meeting

Brown said that it is a standard
7-11 policy not to open any
stores in the fall or winter, so the
end of April is the deadline to
commence construction. If
Brown and the city council can
come to an agreement, and if the
planning commission approves

the site plan at their April 22
meeting, construction of the new
store could begin as early as the
end of this month.

The store will likely be 7-11's
new “2,000 model” which is 48"
deep with a 60' front to the
street.

Education Committee Seeks Input

The below excerpts have been
taker from “A Report Adopted
by the 1984 Representative As-
sembly of the National Educa-
tion Association™. A copy of this
and many other educational re-
ports were given to each Lowell
CACEE member at the commit-
tee’s inception for background
material. It sure makes for a lot
of reading'

Here follows some of the in-
formation we have become
aware of.

“The first-graders now in our
public schools will be adults in
the 21st century, and preparing
them for the century ahead will
demand a fresh and innovative

approach to schooling.”
How can we today move to-

ward the schools our nation will
need tomorrow? We believe our
nation’s public schools must be
totally restructured if they are to
meet the needs of our students
and our rapidly changing soci-
ety.” This structuring of our stu-
dents must start today. We chal-
lenge community and other edu-
cation leaders to join us in creat-
ing a specific action plan for re-
structuring the schools -- a plan
that will spell out how students
should be taught, how tech-
nologies. should be utilized and
how schools should be staffed.
Teachers, parents, and stu-
dents will hold school and com-
munity officials accountable for
providing conditions for suc-
cessful teaching and learning.

All citizens, not just parents, will
understand that spending money
on ‘educating children is an in-
vestment in the country’s long-
term future. Increased funding
for education will actually pro-
duce lower government spend-
ing in other areas.

Basic skills have been and will
certainly continue to be critical
to continued student growth.
Schools must strengthen their
ability to make students literate
in communications and compu-
tation. Schools must also expand
the definition of what is basic toa
quality education. We believe
that definition should include the
ability to think critically, to
analyze issues, to formulate sol-
utions to problems, and to ask

and seek answers to questions.

Schools need to be more flexi-
ble. Rigid schedules and group-
ing patterns only hamper learn-
ing. Teachers need the freedom
and flexibility to schedule time
and design programs that meet
the needs of students.”

The Lowell Area Schools are
seeking to meet some of these
needs by working through the
Citizens For Educational Excel-
lence Committee. The recom-
mendations presented by the
committee will be given to the
school board for implementation
into our school system. Please
give your input into our educa-
tional system. Meet with the

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Foursome travels Mississipp!

Most people like to play it

safe. Steve Hamington, former

Lowell teacher, is different. At
32, Steve has been a teacher,

* full-time freelance writer, and
part-time adventurer. “I like a
challenge.” explains Steve.
“Five years ago, a friend and |
talked about going down the
Mississippi River. Some time
later, another friend talked about
building a raft.”

They put the ideas together,
and last June, Steve and three
companions launched a raft into
the Mississippi River.

They began by researching
raft building. Eighteen months
before the actual construction,
they prepared the logs. On June
24, 1984, the foursome finished
the fifteen by thirty foot raft.

“It ook us two weeks to put
the raft and cabin together. We
launched it 12 miles north of
Minneapolis.” Steve admits he
was scared as they pushed the
raft out into the mighty Missis-
sippi. “But | wanted to do it so
dam bad,"” he says.

So the journey began, with the
four adventurers being carried
off by the current. “None of us
had piloted a raft before,” says
Steve. “We used long oars,
called ‘sweeps’, to try to steer
the raft. We had a small motor,
but since the raft weighed about
three tons, it was extremely diffi-
cult to maneuver.”

At the pace they were travel-
ing--averaging only 15 miles a
day--there was time to enjoy the

flavor of the small towns along
the way. Some nights they slept
on the raft, but mostly they put
up tents along the river bank.
They often were invited to
people’s homes. As Steve says,
“We were ‘kidnapped’ by a
couple in Mississippi. They took
us home with them and kept us
for two days.” The “kidnappers”
stuffed them with plenty of Mis-
sissippi cooking.

Steve thoroughly savored his
meetings with people along the
way. “A 67 year-old man rode
with us for two weeks,” he says.
“He had roller-skated across the
state.” They met another gentle-
man, 84, going downriver in a
rubber boat.

Warm  welcomes awaited
them in many towns. In Subula,
lowa, it seemed the whole town
had come down to meet them.
Even the mayor! Local papers
along the route ran stories of the
raft trip. As a writer himself,
Steve felt strange being on the
other end of a notepad.

On some occasions, Steve
went off alone to meet and talk to
people. He oftimes found a
friendly bar, were local folks
told stories of odd happenings in
their towns.

The raft trip took four months.
They had traveled along the bor-
ders of ten states, and ended the
expedition in New Orleans.
Steve recorded his experiences
aboard the raft. He recently com-
pleted a book about the entire ad-
venture. And what will Steve be
doing next? This high-energy
man has lots of plans. As he says
again, “I like new challenges.”

Effects of Sports and Exercise on

America’s interest in sports medicine has been increasing over
he last few years. An area of special interest to women is the effect
o exercise and sports on pregnancy. About 5% to 10% of women
ively participate in exercise during their pregnancy, and this
umber is likely to increase. This article will discuss some of the
yrevailing thoughts on exercise and pregnancy and will also estab-
ish some guidelines for you as to timing, frequency and duration of
sercise during the prenatal months.

The effects of exercise during pregnancy must be considered
from the standpoint of both mother and developing fetus. Recent
studies suggest that well-controlled exercise programs have no de-
rimental effect on pregnant women who are at low risk (i.¢., no his-
tory of high blood pressure, diabetes, frequent miscarriages). The
same studies have also concluded that women who have exercised
regularly in the past suffer no adverse effects when they undertake
an exercise program during pregnancy .

Once it is accepted that exercise in normal (not high risk) pre-
gnant women is not harmful to mother or fetus, a final question is:
what is the advantage of sports or exercise during pregnancy? It has
been shown that women can improve general physical fitness during
the nine months of pregnancy, and it seems apparent that labor and
delivery are not adversely affected. Perhaps the most important ad-
vantage of exercise in pregnancy is an improved mental outlook and
self-image during the prenatal months. Exercise generally makes us
feel better about ourselves and this seemingly holds equally as true
duning pregnancy.

Following are some Exercise in Pregnancy guidelines which we
hope will be of benefit to you:

|. Do not suddenly increase the amount of exercise undertaken.

2. Do not exceed the amount of exercise normally undertaken be-
fore pregnancy.

3. Eliminate sports in which the risk of injury is high, ie, water
skiing. >

4. Late in pregnancy, avoid excessive aerobic exercise, ie, long-
distance running.

5. Avoid exercises that require lying on the back.

6. Avoid activities where balance is of major importance.

7. In the latter part of pregnancy, avoid activities likely to cause
joint strains.

8. Avoid changing positions quickly (to prevent dizziness).

9. Wear good supportive footwear and adequate breast support
while exercising.

10. Do not exercise to the point of exhaustion or severe breath-
lessness. .

I1. Remember the importance of good nutrition when undertak-
INg an exercise program.

12. Monitor pulse rate and keep within the recommended target

zone.

Variance is
approved

Acting as the Zoning Board of
Appeals, the Lowell City Coun-
cil approved a request from the
Crystal Flash Company asking
for a sidelot variance. Crystal
Flash owns the old Curtis Laun-
dry building at the comer of
West and Main Streets. The
building has been remodeled,
and now is the home to several
businesses such as Faro's Pizza,
Front Row Video, Business Gui-
dance Services and Lowell Vi-
sion Center. The influx of new
businesses created a demand for
more parking, so Crystal Flash
bought 40’ of land to the west for
the construction of an employee
lot. The variance was requested
to allow for construction of the
parking lot less than 10’ from the
lot line to the west.

Neighbors to the building said
that they had no problem with the
new parking lot so long as it did
not extend past the south bound-
ary of the building, and that a
fence would be constructed
along the southern edge. Speak-
ing on behalf of Crystal Flash,
contractor Roger Bowen said
that the construction of a fence
would not be a problem. Bowen
said that the lot would be paved
and the entrance and exit would
be constructed between the north
end of the building and M-21. A
curb cut onto Main Street will
not be required.
